
A GUIDE TO THE BOOK BARN 
 
To The Book Barn:  Take Route 95 from either direction to Exit 72; turn left from exit 72 onto 
route 156 east for a little over two miles.  We’re on the left.  Open 9.00 to 9.00 EVERY DAY 
except Thanksgiving and Christmas. 
 
Pocket books are each $1.00.  All other books are individually priced in pencil on the first white 
page.  BIOGRAPHIES are separated by subject matter, e.g. biographies of musicians are in music, 
lawyers in law, etc.  biographies and criticism of individual authors are with the author’s works. 
 
ELLIS ISLAND is where we buy books.  In the shed behind the buying tables are newly arrived 
books in all genres.  
 
In HADES, underneath the awnings on your way to the back of the property, are chick lit, the 
beginning of mysteries and thrillers (authors a-d in paper, a-g in hardcover), and some new 
arrival pocketbooks. 
 
THE BARN is the three-floor building at the top of the stairwell.  On the porch you’ll find the 
teen section (books for grade 6 and up). 
    On the ground floor are: military history and espionage; staff picks and frequently requested 
titles; photography, art history and instruction, and architecture; erotica and sexuality; 
genealogy; farming and rural life; carpentry, woodworking, do-it yourself, and gardening.  
    On the upper floor are:  children’s books; true crime, law and firefighting; sociology; antiques 
and collectables, dolls and toys, and interior decoration; reference books, and “cradle to 
grave”:  pregnancy, parenting, education, inspirational and self-help; gay and lesbian studies 
and literature, etiquette, medicine, psychology, women’s history and studies, aging and death.   
     In the Basement are american history; native american and African-american history; 
Canadian, Caribbean and West Indian, and South and Central American History; politics and 
political theory; foreign language learning and literature; geography and cartography; 
archaeology and anthropology; ancient Egyptian, classical, medieval and renaissance history; 
European, asian, pacific, African and world history; british history and Arthurian literature; 
Scottish and irish history. 
 
THE ANNEX is at the back of the property.  On the porch you’ll find poetry, literary criticism and 
essays, linguistics, the pleasures of language, books on books, writing guides and the beginning 
of general fiction, which continues into the right hand room.  In the left hand room are 
paperback romance novels. 
 
THE LAST PAGE is to the left of the annex.  It has sports books, travel books, biology, earth 
sciences, nature writing and books on animals. 
 
THE HAUNTED BOOKSHOP is across the garden to the right of the annex.  On the ground floor 
are mysteries and thrillers, authors d-z in paperback, g-z in hardcover; the upstairs is currently 
used only for storage. 
 
BOOK BARN DOWNTOWN is a mile further down Route 156 east, on the main street of Niantic, 
between the Niantic Cinema and Dunkin Donuts.  It is also open 9.00 to 9.00 every day.  Here are 
transportation (cars, trains, motorcycles, boats and commercial aviation); performing arts 
(theatre, music, film, television and dance) and movies on dvd and vhs; books on cd and tape; 
religion, philosophy, metaphysical, occult and new age; mythology and folklore; classical 
literature and studies; journalism, humor, fashion, gambling and gaming; cookbooks; the hard 
sciences (physics, astronomy, mathematics, computers) and science history and biography; 
science fiction and fantasy; horror genre fiction; business and economics. 
 
BOOK BARN MIDTOWN is a minute’s walk from the downtown store; turn right out of the 
downtown store and go into the alley behind the dance studio.  Also open 9.00 to 9.00 every day.  
In the Midtown shop are more romance novels, fiction, mysteries, and children’s books; western 
novels, and books on crafts.
